In 2004, Ron and his wife Carolyn founded the Day of Difference Foundation to help critically injured kids and their families. The year prior, their young daughter Sophie was seriously injured when a vehicle crashed into her day-care centre. Sophie was left with third degree burns to 85 percent of her small body and she fought hard to survive her injuries.

The charity’s vision is to restore hope to critically injured children and their families.

Ron and his wife Carolyn Martin, together with their son Mitchell, watched Sophie fight for her life in hospital after two very serious accidents. 
Ron Delezio lives by a saying by the great Sir Winston Churchill: 

“Sometimes it is not good enough to do your best. Sometimes you need to go that little bit further.” 

The family’s story has inspired many in the wider Australian community and their progress has been documented in the media.

Ron’s focus as chairman of the Day of Difference Foundation is to provide support, at a hugely traumatic time, to the families of children to hospital as a result of critically injuries.

A loving father and businessman, Ron has been through bouts of depression and is a gifted public speaker who has inspired many from all walks of life talking about his hope, faith, and overcoming adversity.

Ron is a proud Australian and is honoured to be involved in Australia Day as an ambassador once again in 2012.
